THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT REMOVE ANY SECTIONS OF EXISTING

ALTERNATE LOCATIONS AND REQUEST THE ENGINEER’S APPROVAL TO USE THEM.

FOR THIS REQUIRED SETBACK, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL DETERMINE THE 

HORIZONTAL CURCE. WHERE THERE IS INSUFFICIENT RIGHT-OF-WAY TO PROVIDE 

GREATER AND DESIGN SPEED OF 60 MPH OR GREATER OR ON THE OUTSIDE OF A 

TO FORTY-FIVE (45) FEET FOR ROADWAYS WITH CURRENT ADT’S OF 1500 OR 

DESIGN SPEED OF LESS THAN 60 MPH.  THIS DISTANCE SHALL BE INCREASED 

AS DESCRIBED ABOVE FOR ROADWAYS WITH CURRENT ADT’S LESS THAN 1500 AND 

THIRTY (30) FEET OF AN OPEN TRAFFIC LANE AT ANY TIME UNLESS PROTECTED 

PRIVATELY OWNED VEHICLES SHALL NOT BE ALLOWED TO BE PARKED WITHIN 

60 MPH OR GREATER OR ON THE OUTSIDE OF A  HORIZONTAL CURVE.  

ROADWAYS WITH CURRENT ADT’S OF 1500 OR GREATER AND DESIGN SPEED OF 

THIS DISTANCE SHALL BE INCREASED TO FORTY-FIVE (45) FEET FOR 

CURRENT ADT’S LESS THAN 1500 AND DESIGN SPEED OF LESS THAN 60 MPH.  

AND/OR BARRIERS INSTALLED FOR OTHER PURPOSES FOR ROADWAYS WITH 

IS OPEN TO TRAFFIC UNLESS PROTECTED BY GUARDRAIL, BRIDGE RAIL, 

WITHIN THIRTY (30) FEET OF THE EDGE OF PAVEMENT WHEN THE LANE 

OR CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT DURING PERIODS OF INACTIVITY,

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT BE PERMITTED TO PARK ANY VEHICLES
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
