<:> LIVE FASCINES ARE CYLINDRICAL BUNDLES OF LIVE BRANCH CUTTINGS USED AS A BANK
STABILIZATION MEASURE TO PROTECT A BANK AND TOE FROM SURFACE EROSION, TRAP
SEDIMENTS, AND INCREASE SLOPE STABILITY WITH A DEVELOPED ROOT SYSTEM. FASCINES
ARE USED ABOVE THE BASE FLOW ELEVATION OF A SLOPE TO TRAP SEED AND SEDIMENT AND
TO ENHANCE CONDITIONS FOR COLONIZATION OF NATIVE VEGETATION USED IN THE BUNDLES.

CONSTRUCTION OF FASCINES ON SLOPES SHALL CONFORM TO ASTM D6599.
