COMPOST OR MULCH FILTER BERMS ARE SEDIMENT CONTROL DEVICES WHICH MAY BEUSED IN PLACE OF SILT FENCE TO CONTROL SEDIMENT TRANSPORT FROM AREASWHERE RUNOFF OCCURS AS SHEET FLOW.THE MAXIMUM DRAINAGE AREA FOR A CONTINUOUS BERM SHALL BE  1/4  ACRE PER100 LINEAR FEET OF FILTER BERM.FILTER BERMS SHALL NOT BE USED TO TREAT CONCENTRATED FLOW AND SHOULD BE USED WITH SILT FENCE WITH WIRE BACKING OR OTHER APPROPRIATE STRUCTURALMEASURES ON SITES WHICH DRAIN TO SENSITIVE NATURAL WATER RESOURCES(WETLANDS OR STREAMS).FILTER BERMS MAY BE USED IN CONJUNCTION WITH SILT FENCE OR SILT FENCE WITHWIRE BACKING AND SHOULD BE CONSTRUCTED DIRECTLY AT THE BASE OF THE OTHERSTRUCTURAL MEASURE (DOWNHILL SIDE).
