Overview  
 
The Tennessee Department of Transportation is currently hiring a student intern for the Region 1 
Geodetics section, located in Knoxville, TN. The intern will work alongside a survey crew to develop a 
general understanding of survey equipment and procedures. They will become familiar with the TDOT 
Survey Manual and TDOT Feature Codes, as well as learn how to process survey data using 
MicroStation and OpenRoads Designer (ORD) software. The intern will also meet with Engineering 
Technicians and Supervisors to gain insight into the role of Geodetics within the Preconstruction 
process. 
 
Responsibilities 
 
• Perform field surveys with a survey crew and collect topographic, drainage, and digital terrain 
model data  
• Assist the crew in locating property and right of way monumentation and assist with the 
research necessary to accurately locate and determine property lines.  
• Create survey deliverables utilizing multiple software packages including Carlson field and office 
software and OpenROADs Designer CADD software.  
• Use various types of surveying equipment including GNSS equipment & Robotic Total Stations to 
collect survey data for transportation projects. 
 
Minimum Qualifications 
 
• Engineering or Land Surveying major required  
• Junior, or Senior Class Status required as of May 2026 OR recent Graduate as of Spring 2025. 
• Legally authorized to work in the U.S.  
• Property & Boundary Line Location experience preferred. 
• OpenRoads Designer CADD software or other CADD software experience preferred.
